Liquid Petroleum LP Gas inspections 

Within the period of the next year, an inspector from the MO Propane Gas Commission www.MOPGC.com may visit your facility for the purpose of inspecting the LP equipment being used on your property.  This is a service that used to be performed by the MO Dept of Weights and Measures.  It is the goal of this Commission to inspect over the period of the next year all the schools and parishes within the State.  

As a result of the inspection violations may or may not be noted.  Your facility will be given a period of time to have those violations corrected.  If the Commission does not receive a reply from you a second inspection will be conducted in order to see if the violation is corrected.  If the second visit shows that the violation is still present a letter will be sent to the facility asking why this is not being addressed.  The Commission does have authority to act according to how it deems appropriate if the violations are not corrected.

Many of the violations will have to be corrected by your local Gas Company, some may be done by the Owner.  The inspector will make this clear during his/her inspection.  The Commission is gleaning the locations of facilities using LP from calls made to all the LP distributors in the State.  You should not be contacted if your facility does not use LP.  

This issue applies only to those facilities using LP purchased from a bulk distributor.  Individual portable LP bottles purchased or refilled via local stores are not covered.  However, these LP bottles may be commented upon in the event they are being improperly handled.  

If your facility needs extra time in order to correct a violation, please contact the Commission and request an extension.  Supposedly they will be willing to work with the facility.
